What does the word ‘summit’ mean?

How do you interpret the illustration in the circle at the bottom left corner of
page 58? What sort of ‘thoughts’ do you think the men might be having
here? What have they achieved? Create a speech bubble for each of the two
men pictured with the possible thoughts they might have.

What sort of qualities do you think Edmund Hillary and Tenzing Norgay
must’ve had in order to climb Everest?

What do you think motivates people like Hillary and Norgay to climb the
mountain, even though it is so dangerous?

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ACTIVITIES

1: Create a Discovery Fact File for Everest. Where is it? What is it like? What
is the climate? What species of animal live there?

2: Imagine that you are either Edmund Hillary or Tenzing Norgay, standing at
the top of Mount Everest. Write a diary entry explaining what you can see
and how you feel. Use the illustrations on pages 58-59 of Incredible Journeys
to help you!

3: In pairs, carry out interviews with Edmund Hillary and/or Tenzing Norgay.
Ask each of them questions about their motivations, their challenges, their
achievements and their discoveries.

4: Create a Survival Guide for anyone considering climbing Mount Everest.
Include information about the different dangers that they will face, along
with tips for how to stay as safe as possible.

5: Come up with an Incredible Journey that you would like to embark on one

day in the future. Write a plan of action for how you will complete your
journey. Use the template on the next page to record your ideas!
